1. We must gather together as an assembly of believers

4. We must repent

5. We will worship

6. We will be empowered for ministry

How do we pray for awakening in churches and Christian ministries?

   Pray fervently and without ceasing!

   Fast.

   Spend time in silence as a congregation.

   Acknowledge our desperation. Only God can do this.

   Ask God to convict us of our sins, corporately.

   As a church body, spend as much time listening as praying.

   Confess sins of the church.

   Ask Him to cleanse the body and fill believers with His spirit.

   Make restoration with God and fellow believers.

   Worship together, singing and praising the Almighty God.

   Stand strong against the Accuser.

   Ask Him to empower us for His work.
